Opening the Doors 
 

We have opened some new doors in the realm of creative possibilities for everyone.  New on the 

Fall roster is our first off-site workshop to be at the incredible gallery, artspace on 6th Avenue in 
Scottsdale.  In a gorgeous upper gallery loft/designer conference room, Oriana Parker will offer her new art 
marketing workshop, Sept. 27 & Oct. 18 (now in two parts), that includes her must have workbook manual that will 
aid in the creation of a successful press kit for each student.  If you are serious about showing your work, this  
information is vital.  Cindy Leverton, web expert, will lead students into the BRIO Members Gallery.  The cost of 
the course includes the opportunity to display 40 of your images on the World Wide Web.  Very very easy!! 

Also, this fall we want to welcome David Tooker to BRIOõs Faculty.  As many of you know, Davidõs background  

is vast as a valley art expert.  A third generation Arizonan, Tooker attended the Art Students League and  
National Academy of Design in New York City.  Collections curator for the City of Scottsdale, director for  
numerous prestigious Scottsdale art galleries, he recently served as Executive Director of the West Valley Art  
Museum.  He will be offering a class on Modern Art, The Genesis of Contemporary Art - An Overview of òismsó.  
Without a doubt, the discussion in this class will be very lively.  

Recently I had the pleasure of meeting, Carol Ruff Franza, artist and sculptor. Carol will be joining BRIO  

teaching a new sculpture class, featuring studies in wildlife.  Students will work in oil-based clay, and create work 
that may turn into small bronzes.  Dennis Weber returns with his popular one-day paper clay workshop in  
October, you wonõt want to miss working with this great clay that does not need kiln firing.  Come Alive with  
Dynamic Anatomy, a one-day intensive Figure Drawing Workshop, is dedicated to further understanding the human 
figure, facilitated by valley artist and professor, Josie Taglienti. Work with live models for the day in a variety of 
long and short poses, using different drawing media.  The workshop's emphasis is on learning to see, not just  
anatomically but you will also journey into the expressive structure of the human form from the artist's point of 
view. Improve and clarify your skills.  Move your work to the next "level". 

Nancy Reyner returns to us Dec. 4 ð 6, 2008, from Santa Fe for a BRIO Premier 3-day workshop entitled: 

Richly Acrylic Workshop: Translucent Layering & Seductive Surfaces ð   At the heart of the workshop is how 
technique can inspire idea, while idea can push the limits of the medium. Participants will be encouraged to bring 
in unfinished work from their studios to push further in the workshop. Both realism and abstract styles will benefit 
from this new way of thinking. This workshop fills very fast.   

BRIO is proud to offer in September, a 10 week class called òThe Ultimate Printmakerõs Class.  This new  

printmaking course represents the ultimate in advantages for both new and experienced students. The classes  
offer a progression of printmaking techniques. Beginning with Monotype, students will have opportunities to print 
several backgrounds that will allow for overlays of Dry point, Collagraph, Linocut, or Solarplate images. Each  
expert printmaker-instructor will present their topic for two consecutive weeks, so students will gain a thorough  
understanding of each process. Included in this course is use of two etching presses, one 5 x 7 solar plate, and one 
plexi surface for dry point etching. Akua inks and bases are available for student use. Instructors include: Carol 
Jenna, Dianne Burkhardt, Joan Thompson, Audrey van Kirk, and Linda Haas. All are members of the Arizona Print 
Group. Included with this class is a collection of handouts for future reference.  Imagine the expertise, imagine the 
knowledge presented, multiplied times five, priceless!
